Grocery Store 

 Permitting the event to begin at 4 pm, with entertainment beginning at 4 pm and ending at 

11:00. 



 Electrical connections to various street lights along Main St. for setting lighting to provide a 

safer environment. 

 Parking restrictions in the area of the lots at the Gazebo and Main St. in front of Lupitas 

Grocery Store 

Precautionary Measures 

 Ample waste receptacles and tobacco retainers provided to eliminate littering 

 Tables and Chairs 

 Stand Lighting to ensure a safer environment 

 Sale of only aluminum and plastic containers to reduce the potential of broken glass 

 Band will conclude at 11:00 pm, as defined by the City Ordinance for noise control 

 The entire area will be clean following the event, guaranteeing our city streets and sidewalks 

remain pristine.
