Fourth Avenue from 6" Street to the Alley behind Rochelle Insurance
North Main Street from 4" Avenue to 6" Avenue

City Parking Lots: #8 North Main Street; #4 East and South of the
Museum, #6 Next to Rochelle Municipal Utilities, #3 Corner of 6" Street
and 4" Avenue

Parking lot #8 will be closed for Amusement Rides setup from Tuesday August
14 through Sunday August 19. Fourth Avenue from North Main Street to the
Alley and North Main Street from 5" Avenue to Cherry Avenue will be closed
from Thursday August 17 through Sunday August 19. North Main from 4"
