I am writing on behalf of the Rochelle Township High School Education 
Foundation, of which I am a board member.  If you are not familiar with our 
organization, the Rochelle Township High School Education Foundation is an 
independent not-for-profit, tax-exempt corporation organized as a method of 
providing a long term, self-sustaining financial program to enrich, enhance and 
supplement educational opportunities beyond limits of normal tax support for all 
students.  One of the ways we provide these funds is to host a fundraising event 
each year called the 30 Men Who Cook.
