GREDCO to the two boards.   

Councilman Berg moved and seconded by Councilman Rice, “I move Agreement 13-4292, An 

Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Rochelle and Flagg-Rochelle Community Park 

District for the Purchase of the Golf Course and Restaurant and Leasing of the Golf Course and 

Restaurant to a Third Party, be approved.”  A roll call vote was taken.  Ayes: Berg, Hayes, 

Hollonbeck, Rice, and Mayor Olson.  Nays: McDermott.  Abstain: Eckhardt.  Motion passed 5-1 with 

one abstaining. 

 

Councilwoman Hollonbeck moved and seconded by Councilman Berg, “I move Contract 13-4293, A 

purchase Contract for Golf Course and Restaurant, be approved.”  A roll call vote was taken.  Ayes: 

Berg, Hayes, Hollonbeck, Rice, and Mayor Olson.  Nays: McDermott.  Abstain: Eckhardt.  Motion 

passed 5-1 with one abstaining. 

 

Councilman Berg moved and seconded by Councilman Berg, “I move Agreement 13-4294, A Facility 

Lease Agreement with the Greater Rochelle Economic Development Corporation (GREDCO), be 

approved.”  A roll call vote was taken.  Ayes: Berg, Hayes, Hollonbeck, McDermott, Rice, and Mayor 

Olson.  Nays: None.  Abstain: Eckhardt.  Motion passed 6-0 with one abstaining. 

 

The Park District then presented their motions on the same subjects and approved all three motions 

by a vote of 5-1.
