The Rack, Salt 251 and
Abe’s Bar & Grill have confirmed their participation.

Colonial Flowers will showcase its fresh, classic chocolates. The assorted chocolates will
be available for purchase individually as a dessert or in upscale packaging for gift giving.

This year, staff will provide décor for the event. Free items have been acquired to decorate
the event to minimize the overall expenses.
