We
respectfully request permission to hold this parade as outlined in the Resolution for the lllinois
Department of Transportation.

The Lincoln Highway Heritage Festival Committee respectfully requests that a “ZONE” be established in
the downtown area between 1% Avenue and 6" Avenue and 3" Street to 7*" Street designated only for
activities under the Lincoln Highway Heritage Festival.
